



Fahrenheit 451 Essay Prompts

Choose one prompt to address based on your knowledge of the text.

1. Explore the means by which the World State maintains one of these concepts: community, identity, or stability.
2. Discuss Huxley's vision of a utilitarian society.
3. What traits of humanity does John Savage represent in the novel?
4. How does Brave New World address the human need for spirituality/religion in both the World State and the “Savage Reservation”?
5. In your opinion, is this “brave new world” a utopia or a dystopia?

6. What is the significance of the fate of different characters at the end of the book?  (Choose 2 characters to analyze, compare, and contrast).

7. In some works of literature, a character who appears briefly is a significant presence. Write an essay in which you show how such a character functions in the novel. You may wish to discuss how the character affects action, theme, or the development of other characters.
8. In many works of literature, a physical journey – the literal movement from one place to another – plays a central role. Explain how a physical journey is an important element in the novel and discuss how the journey adds to the meaning of the work as a whole.
9. Choose a character from the novel and write an essay in which you briefly describe the standards of the fictional society in which the character exists and show how the character is affected by and responds to those standards. In your essay do not merely summarize the plot.
