Group Assignment Overview:  Your task in small groups is to research an oppressed group of your choosing and provide the following information:

1.  Who is the oppressed group and what is their place in history?

2.  What is the history of this group’s oppression?  (Why was the oppressed group oppressed and by who 
were they oppressed?)
3.  How were the members of this group oppressed?  (Where along the ADL’s Pyramid of Hate does the 
treatment of the oppressed fall?  Examples should fall along each level of the pyramid)
4.  What is the larger lesson you learned from completing your research?  
5.  What three things do you want us to remember from your research? 
Final Group Product:  Pyramid of Hate:
· is neat and visually represents research of how the group was oppressed
· includes examples on each level of the pyramid
· is titled correctly with your oppressed group
· all research is cited correctly

Final Individual Product:  Reflection of Research Project:

Using notes you will take during presentations, you will individually write a reflection on another group’s oppression research.  What did you learn about the oppressed group that you did not know before?  What parallels did you see between your colleague’s group and your self-selected group?  What parallels did you see between your colleague’s group and the oppressed group’s experiences in Night?  The reflection essay will count as 30% of your Fall Final Exam.
