Sample Ch. 10 Analysis Response:
Victor would be wise to consider the creature’s tale and demands because there are lives at stake and because the creature just wants his creator to listen to him.  The creature wants Victor to “recompense [him]” or else risk the lives of “not only [Victor]  and [his] family, but thousands of others” (70).  When lives are put on the line it is in the best interest to listen, think, and talk things out first.  Given this, the creature urges Victor to “listen to [his] date” and to “abandon or commiserate [him]” after he has heard his story (70).  Victor hears the creature begging to be heard and to be understood.  Victor should, as his creator, at least hear him out because Victor is the only one who has a chance of understanding his creation.
