	· Fully answers the question revealing understanding of the text, but less insightful than an “A”

· Includes an attempt at embedding both quotations 

· Adequate discussion of quotations and their significance but lacks some of the depth of an “A”

	C

(75-70)
	· Attempts to answer the question but relies heavily on plot summary.  

· May include concrete details but not quotations necessarily or quotations without attempt at embedding

· Perfunctory discussion of quotation and its significance.

· Awkward organization

· Misinterpretation of the text

	F

(69 and below)
	· Response relies solely on plot

· Misinterprets the question

· Does not include textual evidence

· Lacks a clear organizational plan
