On a sheet of unlined paper, draw your assigned character. Choose six of the twelve body parts below to label with appropriate answers to the corresponding questions. You must include quoted textual evidence (including the page number) to support each answer. Some responses will be inferred based upon what we have learned about characterization by analyzing with annotations and discussion about man being innately good or bad. Your responses must also be insightful rather than literal.  

Body Parts

-Head- Intellectual side of the character- What are his/her dreams? Visions? Philosophies he or she keeps inside?

-Eyes- Seeing through the character’s eyes-What memorable sights affect him or her? How?

-Ears- Hearing through the character’s ears- What does he or she notice and remember others saying to him or her? How is he or she affected? 
-Nose- Smelling through the character’s nose- What smells affect him or her? How?

-Mouth-The character’s communication-What philosophy does the character share? What debates/arguments? What song would symbolize the character’s philosophy of life?

-Arms-Working- What is the character’s relationship to work in general? What about specific jobs?

-Hands-The practical side of the character-What conflicts does he/she deal with? How?

-Heart- The emotional side of the character- What does he/she love? Whom? How?

-Torso- The instinctive/dark side of the character- What doesn’t he or she like about himself or herself? What does he or she hide? What brings the character pain? What does he or she fear? 

-Legs- The playful side of the character-What does he or she do for fun? 
-Feet- The character’s mobility- Where has he or she been (literally/figuratively)? How has he or she been affected by travel or setting?

-“Wings”- The character’s future- Where is he or she going?
